The Chair was taken by the Rt Hon Jacqui Smith PC, who welcomed the nineteen members present.
1) The minutes of the 59th Annual General Meeting had been circulated to all members. They were   

         approved on a proposition by Miss Angela Fane, seconded by Sir Walter Bodmer.

    2)  Chairman’s Report :

          The President thanked the Chairman for his report. The report was formally received by the

          meeting on a proposition by Professor Jonathan Billowes, seconded by Mr Robert Smith.
3) Accounts for the year ended 31st December 2020
In the absence of the Treasurer, the Chairman (Dr Barry Lester) presented the accounts, previously circulated to all members. 
           He drew attention to significant points which are itemised in the Treasurer’s circulated report.    

           The accounts were adopted on a proposition by Mr Smith, seconded by Mr Andrew Turrall.
4) Election of  President :

The President (the Rt Hon Jacqui Smith PC) said that she had now completed her second three-year term as President and was therefore stepping down according to Rule 9(a). She said that Lord Pannick QC had agreed to offer himself for election as President for three years in the first instance. She took pleasure in proposing Lord Pannick to that Office. The Secretary (Mr Graham Jones) seconded and Lord Pannick was elected unanimously. 
5) Election of Officers :

         The President announced that the Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer and Membership Secretary (Dr        

          Barry Lester, Mr Graham Jones, Mr Paul Emery and Mr Christopher Mockler) were offering
          themselves for re-election in accordance with Rule 9(a).

         These four were elected en bloc on a proposition of Mr Roger Westbrook CMG, seconded by
          Professor Billowes.  

   6)    Election to the Committee : 

The President announced that Ms Haidee Tattersall and Miss Fane were due to retire and were offering themselves for re-election according to Rules 10 (b) and (c). Dr Kaja Fenn and Mr Mitchell Tate had previously been co-opted to the Committee and were now offering themselves for election. They were all elected on a proposition of Dr Lester and seconded by Mr Turrall. 
7)   Appointment of Honorary Auditor :

          Mr Samuel Tomlinson being willing to serve as Auditor for the coming year, his reappointment

       was agreed, proposed by Mr Paul Watts, seconded by Mr Smith. 
8)  Alteration to the Society’s Rules :
      The President announced that there were two proposals :
(i) In Rule 10(d) delete “twelve” and substitute “fourteen”. 

     The President explained that this was a “tidy-up” alteration. In 2004 the maximum number of
      elected committee members was increased from twelve to fourteen in the substantive rule
      (Rule 3(b)). 

    The original number was inadvertently left unchanged in a subsidiary rule (Rule 10(d)). This 
    proposal corrected that omission. The Secretary pointed out that in fact the number of elected 
    committee members had never exceeded twelve since 2004, so no conflict between the rules 
    had occurred. 

       (ii ) Re-label Rule 6 as Rule 6(a) and add Rule 6(b) as follows : 
               “The Committee shall have discretion from time to time to apply a reduced subscription to

               current members of the JCR and the MCR and to those in their first year after going down 

               from the College”. 

               These two alterations to the Rules were agreed on a proposition by Mr Mitchell Tate and

                seconded by Mr Andrew Leleux.
